SCHEDULE

Preliminaries will begin at 2:00 pm. Finals will begin at 6:00 pm. See the schedule for your performance times.
Band check in begins at 11:00 am. Support vehicles may the enter the staging area at 10:30 am.

Ticket Booths will open at 11:00 am.

Concessions will open at 11:00 am.

ENTRY - PARKING
A The address for Hillsboro Stadium (aka The Gordon Faber Recreation Complex) is
4450 NW 229th Ave, Hillsboro, OR 97124

From Portland - Traveling West From Seaside - Traveling East
Take Hwy 26 West Take Hwy 26 East
Take Exit #62A - Cornelius Pass Rd - S Take Exit #61 - Shute Rd/Helvetia
Proceed South on Cornelius Pass Rd Turn right onto Shute Rd
Turn right onto Imbrie Dr Turn left onto Huffman St
Turn right onto Evergreen Parkway Turn Left onto Bennett St
Turn Right onto NW 229th Ave

A Spectators will enter at Gate A — East Entrance

A Buses, trucks and support vehicles will enter at Gate B — West Entrance.

A Bands will go to check in area at Gate B first and then go to the staging area. Parking is assigned based on
band size, band vehicles, and estimated arrival time. For safety, please do not park extra vehicles in band
staging areas.

A QOverflow parking for staff and support crew is available in the unpaved area near band check in.

A Do not block drive aisles. They must be open for emergency access!

A We have had reports of metal tent poles becoming charged with static electricity from the power lines directly
above the staging area. We advise you to use caution and 'ground' your metal tent poles if possible.

TICKETS - PASSES

A No admittance to the spectator area will be allowed without a wristband.

A All performing members will receive a wristband.

A NWAPA passes for staff and directors (1 pass per 8 members, minimum of 12) should have been received at
your first competition of the season. All bands participating today should already have their passes. Please do
not forget to bring your passes.

A If needed, each band may purchase up to 10 additional staff/volunteer wristband passes at the discounted
rate of $10 each. They will only be available at band check-in and must be purchased when you arrive. They



will NOT be available at the ticket booth. Checks preferable, payable to SIMDE.

BAND HOSTS

A Would you like a band guide? If you are new to Hillsboro stadium, we can provide a volunteer to answer
questions, direct you to warm up areas, and assist with performance entries. Please let us know by October 1
so we can schedule a volunteer for you.

CHANGING AREA
A The stadium does not have changing areas available, please use your buses or tents. We apologize for this
inconvenience.

WARM-UP

A Please do not go off stadium property for warm ups and do not warm up in the parking areas. Warm up areas
are shown on the map. It is important to only warm up in these areas to avoid sound traveling into the
stadium.

A Metronomes and time marking devices must be used in accordance with the NWAPA rules.

PERFORMANCE

A Please note that band and pit entries are separate at Hillsboro Stadium. Please have your unit assembled at
the band and pit entry points at your gate time. Volunteers will be on hand to direct your ensemble.

A Please use caution when entering and exiting!

A The field has an artificial surface. No food is allowed on the playing field, including gum, seeds, and drinks.

A ATVs are allowed in the pit area only and must make as wide a turn as possible to avoid tire damage to the
surface.

A Timing and Penalties rules will be enforced.

PROP STORAGE
A Prop storage will be available just to the west of the stadium near the entry points if needed. See stadium map
for location. Large props can enter through pit entry.

AWARDS - RETREAT

A NO FULL RETREAT, Drum Majors and Captains retreat only.

A Trophy presentation will follow both the preliminary and finals rounds. Please have your drum majors and/or
captains in uniform and ready to enter the field at 4:20 pm for Prelim awards and 8:30 pm for Finals.

A Directors 'packet hand out' meeting will occur after trophies are presented. To ease congestion, only the
Directors should attend the meeting. Please assemble near the tunnel near pit entry.

A After Preliminary competition concludes, the Finals schedule will be determined by randomized computer
selection per NWAPA rule. The schedule will be in your packet.
